TITLE VI RESEARCH - A bulletin dated September 1968 from the 
NDEA Title VI office calls attention to funds available from this office. 
The following is quoted from this bulletin: 

FINANCIAL SUPPORT FOR RESEARCH IN 
MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGE AND AREA STUDIES 

UNDER TITLE VI, NDEA 

This research program has not been conceived to be limited to 
a narrow view of language or of language instr~ction. It in­
cludes support of research in area studies as dealing with the 
matrix of language. Qualified institutions, organizations, and 
individuals are invited to submit proposals for research sup­
port in the following activities: 

- Studies and surveys' to determine the need for 
increased or improved instruction in modern 
foreign languages and area studies. 

- Research and experimentation in more effective 
methods of teaching modern foreign languages. 

- Development bf specialized materials for use in 
teaching the language, history, politics, econom­
ics, and other aspects of the foreign areas under 
study. 

Support for developing specialized teaching materials is re­
stricted to the modern foreign languages and world areas 
which are clearly significant but have not customarily formed 
part of American academic offerings. When the research 
emphasis is on more effective methods of teaching rather than 
on the development of teaching materials, it may focus on any 
modern foreign language or foreign area. 

The Office of Education is interested particularly in proposals 
for research in the following fields: 

1. Psychology of foreign language learning 
2. Instructional methods and the application of 

linguistics and new technology in language 
learning 

3. Production of basic curricular materials for non­
Western languages and area studies 

4. Culture and civilization of foreign regions 
S. Interaction between language and other aspects 

of a foreign culture

Project proposa ls should contain clea r, detai led statements of 
research procedures and expected results. Whi le a research 
proposal submitted at a~ )' time will recc iyc consideration, it 
is suggested that proposals for research wh ich are intended to 
start in the summer or fall of 1969 should be subm itted be­
fore J anuary I S, 1969. Money available in the cu rrent fisca l 
year to support language and area research should be com­
mitted before the end of February, 1969. 

After screening by the staff of the Language and Area Re­
search Section, each proposal is reviewed by experts in the 
academic commun ity. Proposals a f C eval uated on the basis of 
thei r recommendations and in accordance with pol icies estab­
lished by the Commiss ioner of Education. Since review and 
negotiation may take as long as four or five months, it is ad­
visable to propose a begi nning date fo r the project that takes 
this fac t into consideration. Records fo r all expenditures and 
a final government aud it are re9uired. 

Persons who have not previously applied fo r support under 
th is prog ram should request instructions for submitting pro­
posa ls. Proposals and requests fo r addit ional information 
should be sent to the following add ress:
